The untimely death of Dean Harry Bear on July 30 at the age of 

13
9 stunned the dental profession of Virginia and the nation. The 
;l.JLLETIN and officers of the Virginia State Dental Association 

s larc the grief of his family. 

a llarry Bear's life was filled with so many deed of service and 

0
1taintnents that it should be told and re-told for the inspiration that 

/hers must urely gain from it. The story of his life is the story of 

0;r;y America, told over again. It is ~ story _of labor ~nd struggle, 
lli 0 ve and devotion of dedicated service to his profession and com-
0t11ity, of kind atte~tions to friends, of n'.agni~cent attainm_ent_s, and 

honors received with humility and earned with modest dignity. 

Ji Dr. Bear was the son of immigrant parents who early in their 
'l>es dreamed great dreams of a new and wonderful life on these 
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shores. Their son whose passing we now mourn personified their 
dreams. Born in Manchester, now part of Richmond, he shared a 
noble familial influence. Later in life his teaching of ethics and juris· 
prudence reflected his heritage rooted in the Judaic culture of his 
forebears. 

After attending public and high schools in Richmond, Dr. Bear 
studied at Richmond College (now the University of Richmond) for 
one year. He then entered the Medical College of Virginia for the 
study of dentistry. Upon graduation in 1913 he entered the general 
practice of dentistry in Richmond. His restless spirit of service led 
him also to begin his teaching career on a part time basis soon after 
graduation. After several years of general practice he took post· 
graduate work and then limited his practice to exodontia and roent· 
geno.logy. The years that followed were rich in service and attain· 
ment: an evergrowing reputation as a practitioner, rapid promotions 
in M. C. V. faculty rank and influence, election to numerous local, 
state and national dental society offices, honors in great numb~r, and 
the rich rewards of family life. 

Dr. Bear was a Fellow of the American College of Dentists, ~ 
member of the American Society of Oral Surgeons, the Internatio_0 \ 
Association for Dental Research, the Pan American Odontologica 
Association, the American Dental Association and numerous other 
national and local professional societie . 

He was a past-president of the Richmond Dental Society, th~ 
Virginia State Dental Association, the American Association of Denta 
Schools and the American Society of Oral Surgeons. He served ;.5 
secretary of the latter organization continuously since 1933. In ad

tion, he served as vice-president and trustee of the American Det1t

Association. He served for many years in the House of Delegates as 
delegate from Virginia. He was an honorary member of Sigma zet: 
and a charter member of the Kappa Chapter of the Omicron I(aPP 
Upsilon Honorary Dental Society. 

D otal During World War II Dr. Bear was a member of the e nt 
Committee of the Third Corps Area, Procurement and Assign~\­
Service. He was also a regional consultant to the Veterans Adrt11n

It is, of course, impossible to pick one of Dr. Bear's interests d 
attainments as supreme. His activities touched so many subjects a;s, 
people with great and equal force. Among his professional endeavo of 
we like to think of him most as Dean of the Medical Colleg\ed 
Virginia, School of Dentistry. It was in this role that he displa 
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lo the fulle st his great gifts of teaching and administrative skills, his 

sympathetic understanding of the problems of student and teacher 

alike and his vision of the part that dentistry might play as a health 

service. The profession looked to him for leadership and he responded 

with vigor, but always with modesty. He leaves a host of friends, 

Rrieving at his passing but rejoicing for having known him, the poorer 

for his parting but the richer because of his noble life.

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TESTIMONAL DINNER FOR 

BURNAM 0 . GROVE, D.D.S. 

The Roanoke Dental Society met on June 5, 1950 to pay honor to 
Dr. Burnam 0. Grove. A testimonial dinner was given for Dr. Grove 
in recognition of his long service to his profession and his community. 
He completed forty-five years in active practice the greater part of 
which was spent in Roanoke. 

Dr. L. J. Walton acted as Toastma ter, Dr. J. E. J hn spoke 
briefly on "Dr. Grove An Associate." The Rev. Van Francis Gar· 
rett, Rector of Christ Episcopal Church, Dr. Grove's Pastor, poke 
o.n "Dr. Grove A Citizen." Dr. F. G. Goolsby presented Dr. Grove 
with a beautiful pen and pencil set as a token from the Society. Dr. 
Goolsby prefaced his remarks with humorous and serious incidents 
in the life of Dr. Grove while in this community. 

Doctor Grove was born in Page County, Virginia, on May l , 1880, 
to John Pendleton Grove and Rebecca Warner Grove. Ile was 
educated in the county schools and Luray High School. He attended 
Howard Payne CoJJege in Te ·as for two years and in 1902 rnatri· 
culated in the School of Dentistry at Medical Col lege of Virginia, 
where he graduated in 1905. Upon graduation he practiced general 
dentistry at BerryvilJe, Virginia, for five years, moving to Roanoke 
in 1910. In 1919 Dr. Grove did graduate work in Anesthesia and Et· 
odontia at o lumbia University, returning to Roanoke he entered thC 
specialty of Exondontia. 

On first arriving in Roanoke Dr. Grove occupied ofTices in Fergu· 
son Bui lding, now the State and ity Bldg. After his graduate worK 
he moved to the McBain Building which is now Heironimus, Inc. Be 
later moved to the Anchor lluilcling, now the Shenandoah Buildinf(, 
and in 1931 he moved to the Medical Arts Building, where he is no'~ 
located. 

Dr. Grove has been active in the Roanoke Dental Society since it5 

infancy. His interest in organized dent istry has never ceased. He 15 

regular in his attendance at the local meeting each month and is seen 
with few exceptions at the Piedmont and State Meetings. Althot1 f\'

he practices a specialty his interest in the scientific sessions of other 
phases of dentistry has not diminished. 

Dr. Grove is active in his ch urch a nd community, having se rved 
both in many capacities. He is the father of four children, two s0115 

and two daughters. One son, John P. Grove has folJowed his fa!bcr 
in the dental profession. 
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MILITARY AFFAIRS 

Following the receipt of a telegram from Lieut. Gen. J. A. Van 
Fleet, Commanding General 2nd Army, Fort George G. Meade, Md., 
the President of the Virginia State Dental Association designated the 
Chairman of the Military Affairs Committee to go to Fort Meade, 
18 August, in compliance with the general's request. 

There he met with Colonel L. G. Meder, 2nd Army Dental Sur­
geon, and representatives from the Pennsylvania and West Virginia 
bental Societies. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss means 
of meeting the shortage of dental officers with the least hardship 
to communities or individuals. 

The 2nd Army Hq. furnished a list of Reserve Officers slated for 
Possible recall and quotas for the various states discussed. 

The matter of Dental graduates who were educated at govern­
lllent expense was discussed primarily and it was learned that they 
Were not volunteering, did not hold reserve commissions, and could 
not be called unless the Congress enacted special legislation. 

Col. Meder advised as follows: 
That Reserve Officers listed for recall were to immediately 

execute necessary forms, with the physical examination, at the nearest 
l.tilitary District. 

It was stressed that any volunteers would automatically reduce 
the state quota; that any officer volunteering before orders were 
Placed would receive $100 extra per month. Those volunteering after 
the actual placing of orders would forfeit this bonus. Any officer 
to\unteering would also clear through the Military District, and his 
dental society so advised . 

.,.,hat volunteers in excess of the state quota would be accepted 
•tJ.d credited against the next call or future quota. The next call has 
not been determined. 

That recent dental graduates applying for commissions would be 
•ccepted and would be elegible for the monthly bonus. 

That most of the reserves called would be in the first two grades 
'tJ.d a limited number of specialists in the field grades. 

That responses by reserve officers to questionaires had been dis­
•Jl()ointing in that few were received and some inaccurate. 

That 21 months would be the minimum for extended active duty. 

1 
That reserve officers attached to a unit which has been officially 

a erted cannot be recalled on a volunteer status. 
That reserve officers notified in the letter of 22 August would 
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be permitted to volunteer prior to estimated orders 30 August but 
would not be acceptable on a volunteer basis after orders are placed. 

Requests for extended active duty or new commissions should 
clear through Military District. 

An officer called up for examination will probably receive 21 
days in which to arrange his affairs, that is after actual receipt of 
recall order. 

That deferment might be considered in the case of College teach· 
ers, Public Health, etc., where the dental officers' loss would prove a 
definite hardship. 

It should be pointed out that the trend has been disappointing to 
this writer. He has repeatedly at State Dental Association meetings 
advocated a special committee to formulate some plan in which to 
meet an emergency of this kind. It would have been entirely possible 
to have completed a study, state wide, since the last demobilization 
whereby we might have carefully screened the Dental Veterans and 
newer graduates for anticipated military service. Such a plan would 
have been fairer to all concerned. We must state also that such a plan 
might have been accepted three years ago except for unexpected op· 
position at that time. It still deserves a careful study.

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DENTIST-PHYSICIAN DRAFT BILL A WAITS 

ACTION BY PRESIDENT 

Presidential action on the special registration and draft act cover­
ing dentists, physicians and allied specialists under 51 years of age, 
is expected within the next few days. Washington observers were 
confident that the measure, rushed through Congress last week with 
the support of the Department of Defense and spokesmen for both 
the dental and medical professions, wo uld be approved by President 
Truman. 

The act authorizes the President to call for the regi stration with 
Selective Service of all dentist s, physicians and allied specialists who 
are SO years of age or less, with the exception of those holding com­
missions in the armed forces or the reserve. Those registered will be 
liable for induction for 21 months of active service. 

In anticipation of Presidential approval of the special draft act, 
Selective Service officials were reported preparing forms and com­
pleting plans for the nation-wide regis tration of dentists and phy­
sicians. Pending instructions from the White H ouse, however, Selec· 
tive Service officials declined comment on their plans. It is estimated 
that approximately 45,000 of the nation's 82,000 li censed dentists would 
be required to register under the act. 

The act provides that former Army Student Training Progra!Il 
and Navy V-12 enroll ees and those deferred during W orld War II 
to complete their professional educat ions who have had les s than 90 
clays of active service would be called first. Second would be those 
ex-government trainees and deferred st udents with le ss than 21 

months active service . Third would be those who have had no active 
service with the armed forces sinc e September 12, 1940, and four th• 
all those incluclecl in the previous three categories. 

Those inducted will not be eligible for the $100 a month salarY 
bonus paid to dental and medical officers who. volunteer for active 
duty. Reserve officers recalled will receive the $100 a month bonus. 
Following passage of the act by Congress, the number of clentists 
and physicians volunteering for active duty was reported to have 
increased sharply. Defense officials were hopeful that current require; 
ments could be met largely through vo.lunteers and that few ac tua 
inductions of professional men would be required. 

Following is the full text of the special registration and cir~; 
act covering dentist s, physician s and allied spec iali sts as approved 
the Congress and now awaiting action by President Truman: 
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AN ACT 

T•o amend the Selective Service Act ,of 1948, as amended, and for 
other purposes. 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United States of America in Congress assembled, 
That section 4 of the Selective Service Act of 1948, as amended, is 
hereby amended by adding at the end thereof the following subsec­
tions: 

"(i) (1) Nothwithstanding any other provision of this title, except 
subsections 6 (j) and 6 (o), the Pre. ident is authorized to require 
special registration of and, on the basis of requisitions submitted by 
the Department of Defense and approved by him, to make special calls 
for male persons qualified in needed-

" (A) medical and alli ed spec ialist categories who have not 
yet reached the age of fifty at the time of registration, and 

"(B) dental and alli ed specialist categories who have not yet 
reached the age of fifty at the time of regi tration. 

Persons called hereunder ·hall be liable for induction for not to 
exceed twenty-one months of se rvice in the Armed Forces. No such 
Person who is a member of a Reserve component of the Armed Forces 
shall, . 0 Jong as he remains a member thereof, be liable for regist ra­
tion or induction under this subsection, but nothing in this subsection 
shall be construed to affect the authority of the Pres ioent under any 
Oth r provision of law to call to active duty members and units of the 
R.eserve components. No person in th e medical, dental and a lli ed 
Specialist categories shall be inducted under the provisions of this 
Subsection after he has attained the fifty-first anniversary of th e date 
of h's birth. 

"(2) In registering and inducting persons pursuant to paragraph 
(1) of this subsection, the President shall, to the extent that he con­
siders practicable and desirable, register and induct in the following 
Order of priority: 

"First. Those persons who participated as students in the 
Army pecialized training program or simi lar programs adminis­
tered by the Navy, and those person who were deferred from 
service during World War II for the purpose of pursuin g a course 
of instruction leading to education in one of the categories 
referred to in clauses (A) and (B) of paragraph (1) of this sub­
section who have had less than ninety days of active duty in the 
Army, the Air Force, the Navy, the Marine Corps, the Coast 
Guard, or the Public Health Service subsequent to the completion 
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of or release from the program of course of instruction (exclusive 
of the time spent in postgraduate training). 

"Second. Those persons who participated as students in the 
Army spec ialized training program or similar programs adminis­
tered by the Navy, a nd those persons who were deferred from 
service during World War II for the purpose of pursuing a 
course of instruction leading to education in one of the above 
categories, who have had ninety days or more but less than 
twenty-one months of active duty in the Army, the Air Force, 
the Navy, the Marine Corps, the Coast Guard, or the Public 
Health Service subsequent to the completion of or release from 
the program or course of instruction (exclusive o f the time spen t 
in postgraduate training). 

"Third. Those who did not have active service in the Army, 
the Air Force, the avy, the Marine Corps, the Coast Guard, or 
the Public Health Service subsequent to September 16, 1940. 

"Fourth. Those not included in the first and secon d priority 
who have had active service in the Army, the Air Force, the 
Navy, the Marine Corps, the Coast Guard, or the Public Health 
Service sub sequent to September 16, 1940. Inductions of persons 
in this priority shall be made in accordance with regulations pre· 
scribed by the President which may provide for the classification 
of such persons into groups according to the number of full 
months of such service which they have had and for the induction 
of the members of any such group after the induction of the 
members of any other such group having a lesser number of full 
m onths of such service. 

fn the se lecti on f individuals from among the categories estab· 
lished by sub sect ion (i) for induction, the President is authorized, 
under such rules and regulations as he may prescribe, to provide for 
the deferment of any individual whose deferment is found to he equit· 
able and in the national interest, taking into consideration the len gth 

of his previous service in the Armed Forces (including the Coast 

Guard and the Public Health ervice) of the nitcd tatcs, the 
extent of his participation in the Army specialized training progratTl 
or simi lar program admini stered hy the Navy, reasons of hardship or 
dependency, and the maintenance of the national health, safety, or 
interest. 

"(3) It is the sense of the Congress that the President sha_ll 
r rovide for the annual deferment from training and service under th15 

teo· t. tie of numbers of optometry students and premedical, preos 
1 

pathic, preverterinary, preoptometry and predental students at lea_s 
. athtC, equal to the numbers of male optometry, premedical, prcosteop 
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preveterinary, preoptometry and predental students in attendance at 
colleges and universities in the United States at the present levels, as 
determined by the Director. 

"(j) The President shall establish a National Advisory Committee 
which shall advise the Selective Service System and shall coordinate 
the work of such State and local volunteer advisory committees as 
may be established to cooperate with the National Advisory Com­
mittee, with respect to the selection of needed medical and dental 
and allied specialist categories of persons as referred to in sub ection 
{i). The members of the National Advisory Committee ~hall be 
selected from among individuals who are outstanding in medicine, 
dentistry, and the ciences allied thereto, but except for the profes­
sion of medicine and dentistry, it shall not be mandatory that all such 
fields of endeavor be represented on the committee. In the perform­
ance of their functions, the ational Advisory Committee and the 
State and local volunteer advisory committees shall give appropriate 
consideration to the respective needs of the Armed Forces and of 
the civilian population for the ervices of medical, dental, and allied 
specialist personnel; and, in determining the medical, dental, and 
allied specialist personnel available to serve the needs of any com­
munity, such committees shall give appropriate consideration to the 
availability in such community of medical, dental, and allied specialist 
Personnel who have attained the fifty-first anniversary of their birth. 

SEC. 2. Notwithstanding the provisions of section 203 of Public 
Law 351, Eighty-first Congress, commissioned officers of the reserve 
components called or ordered to active duty with or without their 
consent, shall if otherwise qualifiecl, be entitled to the benefit of 
section 203 of Public Law 351, Eighty-first ongress. 

SEC. 3. Section 202 of the National Security Act of 1947, as 
amended, i hereby amended by adding at the end thereof the follow­
ing subsections: 

(g) Under such regulations as he shall prescribe, the Secretary 
of Defense with the approval of the President is authorized to transfer 
between the armed services, within the authorized commis ioned 
Strength of the respective services, officers holding commi ions in the 
tn.eclical crvices or corps including the Reserve components thereof. 
No officer shall be o transferred without (1) hi consent, (2) the 
Consent of the service from which the transfer is to be made, and (3) 
the consent of the service to which the tran fer is to be made. 

"(h) fficers transferred hereunder shall be appointed by the 
President alone to uch commissioned grade, permanent and tempo­
rary, in the armed service to which transferred and be given such 
lllace on the applicable promotion list of such service as he hall 
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determine. Federal service previously rendered by any such officer 
shall be credited for promotion, seniority, and retirement purposes as 
if served in the armed service to which transferred according to the 
provisions of law governing promotion, seniority, and retirement 
therein. No o/Ticer upon a transfer to any service from which pre­
viously transferred shall be given a higher grade, r place on the 
applicable promotion list, than that which he could have attained had 
he remained continuously in the service to which retransferrcd. 

"(i) Any officer transferred hereunder shall be credited with the 
unused leave to which he was entitled at the time of transfer." 

SEC. 4. Nothwithstanding any other provision of law, where 
any person who served on active duty as a physician or dentist in 
the Armed Forces (including the Public Health Service) of the United 
States subsequent to September 16, 1940, thereafter has been, or shall 
be, recalled to active duty as a physician or dentist in the Armed 
Forces (including the Public Health Service) of the United States, 
such person may, under regulations prescribed by the President, be 
promoted to such grade or rank as may be commensurate with his 
medical or dental education, experience, and ability. 

EC. 5. No person inducted under the provisions f this Act 
shall be entitled to the benefits of the provisions of section 203 of 
Public Law 351, Eighty-first ongress. 

SEC. 6. For the purposes of this Act, the term "allied speciali5t 

categories" shall include, but not be limited to, veterinarians, opto· 
metrists, pharmacists, and osteopaths. 

SEC. 7. This Act, except for section 2 and section 5, shall 
term'nate on July 9, 1951. 
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The past year in dental research is reported briefly in this survey. 
An attempt has been made to stress those subjects which appeal most 
to the dental practitioner. 

Topical application of sodium fluoride have been advocated so far 
only for young teeth because success in controlling dental caries had 
been observed only with children. Klinkenberg and Bibbyl0 offered 
hope for the older patient when they reported on a study of 139 in­
dividuals between the ages of 18 and 40 year . They examined the 
teeth of all patient clinically and with the aid of X-Rays. The teeth 
were given four applications of a fluoride solution at the rate of one 
per month in all but ten patients who received three applications. 
The teeth were cleaned with pumice and a rubber cup, isolated with 
cotton and dried with alcohol and air. One per cent sodium flu oride 
was applied to the teeth of one quadrant and 0.6% lead fluoride was 
applied to a second quadrant in each month. Two quadrant. served 
as controls. At the end of 14 months the teeth were re-examined as 
before. They reported that sodium fluoride treated teeth showed 
56.6% fewer new carious lesions than the controls and lead fluoride 
treat ed teeth showed 38.5 % fewer new carious lesions than the control 
teeth . Eighteen patients showed more carious lesions in the sodium 
flu oride treated teeth than in the controls and 23 showed more le s ions 
in th e lead fluoride treated teeth than th e control . 

Tt had been r ported previously that the hardn ess of th e enamel 
increased following immersion of extracted teeth in fluorid e soluti ons. 
B. rd and Fl 1isi applied a 2% aqueous solution of sodi um fluoride to 
the tee' h on one side of c'.lch of three dogs, five months old. Th•s was 
do c at weekly intervals for eight weeks when the dogs were . acri­
ficed Using a· special hardness tester, they found that the enamel of 
the trl'ated teeth ,bowed increa eel hardness over the untreated teeth. 

Youngcr24 reported on tests he conducted on the efficiency of 
tht• so-called impregnation technic in reducing the incidence of caries. 
1'his method is the one whereby protein in the enamel is coagula1erl 
~nd nwtallic . alts arc precipitated in the spaces which wer~ occu1_iied 

Y organic material. Whereas the use of the rubber dam 1s advised 
for this technic, it was not used in the tests. He selected 95 persons 
\\lho had high caries rate s and treated the teeth of 83 by the impreg­
nation. Twelve served as controls. Fifty new cavities developed 
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.after one year in the 83 treated patients and 54 new cavities developed 
in the 12 control patients. He also selected 63 patients 8 to 13 years 
old and in each patient impregnated the teeth of one upper and one 
lower quadrant. The other upper and lower quadrants served as con­
trols. After one year the treated teeth showed 75 % reduction in new 
-carious lesions. 

More evidence seems to be accumulating to indicate that the 
enamel of teeth can be affected beneficially or adversely by the en­
vironment. It appears that the quality of enamel can be enhanced as 
far as caries resistance is concerned. 

Russelll7 studied 297 children who lived one year or longer in a 
section where the drinking water contained at least 1 p. p. m. of 
fluorides, before moving to a community where the water contained 
practically no fluorides (0.2 p. p. m.). He concluded that those ex­
posed to fluoride water prior to the eruption of the first permanent 
·molar showed a resistance to dental caries through the tenth year 
but the resistance was practically lost by the 14th or .16th year. Those 
who were exposed to fluoride w~ter before and after the eruption of 
·the first permanent molar showed undiminished resistance to rlental 
caries through the 14th or 16th year. He concluded that those chi l­
dren who received fluoride water from birth showed caries resistance 
-only if the fluoride water was continued after the eruption of the 
teeth. 

It had been observed that d 1 glycerine aldehyde when added to 
saliva in a test tube and incubated, decreased the amount of acid 
produced. It was felt that it would decrease dental caries if added to 
the diet. Shaw20 added 0.5, LO or 2% cl 1 glyceric aldehyde to the 
diets of 33 of 43 albino rats. He also added 0.5, 1.0 or 2 % cl I glyceric 
aldehyde to the diets of 14 of 19 cotton rats for 9 weeks and then only 
·0.5% to the 14 for the remainder of the experiment. After .14 weeks 
the albino and cotton rats were examined and no reduction was ob­
served in the initiation or rate of development of dental caries in the 
test animals over the controls. 

Results observed in "in vitro'' experiments do not necessari ly 
indicate that the same will be true in "in vitro" tests. Likewise, if an 
observation is made in experiments on laboratory animals, not neces­
sarily will we find that the same holds true for humans . 

In order to determine the effect of a dentifrice containing 25 % 
carbamide and S % dibasic ammonium phosphate as a caries inhibitor, 
Henchel and Lieber6 studied 150 private patients who had been ob· 
served regularly for an average of 10 or 12 years. Most of the grot1P 
·was 30 years old or older. The ammonium dentifrice was given to 
100 patients for 20-47 months . F~fty patients who served as controls 
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continued to use a cosmetic dentifrice. When they campared the test 
years with the pre-test years, they found that the ammonium denti­
frice users had an ave rag of 35.2 % fewer cavities. When compared 
with the control group the ammonium dentifrice users had an average 
of 37.5% fewer cavities. Eighty-two per cent of the ammonium denti­
frice users showed this reduction in the caries incidence. 

The e!Iect of tooth-brushing with a neutral dentifrice was studied 
by Fosdick4. Five hundred twenty-three test subjects and 423 con­
trols were obtained from three liberal arts colleges, three den ta! 
schools and one medical school. Each te t subject was instructed in 
a tooth-brushing technic, given a neutral dentifrice and advised to 
brush his teeth within ten minutes of each ingestion of food or 
sweets. The control group was given no instruction other than to con­
tinue their oral hygiene habits. At the beginning of the experiment 
and at the end of one and of two years, all subjects had a complete 
dental examination including roentgenograms. L actobacillus acid­
op'hilus counts were also made. In the test group, he reported that 
there was a 63% reduction in caries activity over the controls at the 
encl of the first year, and 26% reduction at the encl of the second 
year. 

This experiment would tend to minimize the effectivenes of 
medicated dentifrices in caries control and suggests that methodical 
oral hygiene procedures can materially reduce the incidence of caries. 

Webman2S et al reported on experiments wherein penicillin was 
added to the drinking water of rats on a caries producing diet. Eighty 
females, 20 to 30 days old were divided into a control group which 
received plain drinking water, and three test groups which received 
1, 2 and S u/ml of penicillin in their water. After 110 days no signi­
ficant reduction in the incidence or progress of caries was observed 
when 1, 2, and 5 u/ml of penicillin was added to the drinking water. 
In an effort to simulate human oral conditions with a daily sugar 
intake, 46 female rats, 20-30 days old were given drinking water con­
taining 1.5% aqueous sucrose solution. To this drinking water 2 u/ml 
of penicillin were added for 20 rats and S tt/ml for 16 rats. After 110 
days, there was a reduction in the incidence and progress of caries 
for the group which received 2 u/ml and a greater reduction for the 
group which received .S u/ml of penicillin in the drinking water. With 
the increase in penicillin there was a decrease in L . acidophilu s and an 
increase in B. lactis aerogenes in the oral fl ora. 

Rosenthal and Cobel6 reported a study they conducted on 100 
Patients, SO of whom had periodontal disease. They found that in the 
same age groups, the Lactobacillus acidophilus counts were lower in 
the periodontitis group than in the periodontitis-free group.

More evidence seems to accumulate yearly, suggesting that gin­
gival disease, or its products, produces an inhibitory environment for 
the causative agents of dental caries. 

Observing the antagonistic action of microorganisms, Scrivener 
et aJlS reported that on tomato juice agar plates B. brevis prevented 
the growt h of L. acid:>philus. When a cu lture of B. brevis was dial­
ysed, the dialy ·a te inhibited the growth of lactobacilli on smear 
tomato agar plates. 

Studying the e/Tect of carbohydrates added to the diets of ham­
sters, ShaferI0 divided 62 animals into thre e groups. One group had 
raw corn starch in its diet. The second group had a diet in which 
L-glucose replaced the starch and the third group had sucro se instead 
of starch of gluco~e. After 111 days he reported that the animals on 
the sucrose diet had the highest caries score and those on the corn 
starch diet had the lowest caries score. It appeared that the caries 
score increased as the so lubility of the carbohydrate increased. The 
experiment is being continued. 

In a preliminary repor :, To,·erud22 commented on the caries ex­
p~rience of Norweigian children during the years of World War II. 
Compared with examination s made in 1940-41, he reported a definite 
decrease in the incidence of dental caries by the last year of the war. 
During the war the national diet was changed so that it excluded 
highly refined fl our, and contained very little sugar and meat. The 
consumption of fish and vegetables was increased. After the war he 
observed an increase in the incidence of dental car ies, at the same time 
that the national diet was returning to the pre-war standard. 

This report is s imilar to those fr om o th er countries where during 
the war, restricted diets seemed to produce fewer car ious teeth. 

Lazansky et all3 studied the incidence of bactcremia fo ll owing 
dental extractions and periodontal scalings in 125 patients on whoJTI 
221 operations were performed. Ten cubic centimeter samples of 
blood were taken from the veins of the antecubital space, IS or JO 
minutes before operation, within the fir t minute following opera tion 
and after 5 or 10 minutes. The blood was incubated in tryptic dige st 

broth. No cultures of bacteria were obtained pre-operatively or JO 
minutes post-operatively. Only S positives were obtained five minutes 
post-operatively. One positive culture was obta in ed among 56 si ngle 
ext ractions and 16 positive cultures in 92 multiple ex traction s one 
minute after operation. In 72 periodontal scalin gs, S one minute htoo_d 
samples were positive. The overalI incidence was about JO '7c. Ttn, 
is much different fr om previous investigators' findings which rang-eel 
a~ high as 40% po itive blood cultur es following operation. 
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Everett compared the depth of anesthesia and toxicity of 2 "o 
and 4% solutions of procaine hydrochloride. He anesthetized 8 dogs 
with sodium pentobarbital, prepared similar cavities in homologous 
teeth and filled them with a conductive paste. The stimulating elec­
trode of a pulp tester was placed in each cavity and a pulpal response 
was indicated by a twitching of the skin of the lower jaw. In each 
dog a submucous infiltration of 2% procaine hydrochloride was ad­
ministered for one tooth and a 4% solution for the other tooth. In 
each case the volumes of solution were the same and contained the 
same amount of neo ynephrine. The pulps were tested at 5 minute 
intervals for one hour. The results indicated that the depth of anes­
thesia was greater when the 4% solution was used. Nine similar 
experiments were conducted on patients who had teeth that were to 
be extracted for prosthetic appliances. No pre-medication was given 
the humans. It was found that the 4% solution produced deeper 
anesthesia than the 2% solution. Toxicity tests on rabbits and mice 
indicated that, when no vasconstrictor was used, the 4% solution of 
procaine hydrochloride was only slightly more toxic than the 2% 
solution. 

Costichl concluded, when 57 patients were studied, that 2% 
piperocaine with epinephrine 1 :60,000 produced longer anesthesia than 
2%procaine with epinephrine 1 :50,000, using 3 c. c. injections. Other­
wise the two anesthetics acted similarly. 

Lazansky and Robinsonl2 compared anesthesia produced by 1 % 
xylocaine and epinephrine 1 :100,000 with that produced by 2% procaine 
and 1 :40,000 epinephrine. Using 745 subject., they reported that 
xylocaine produced more rapid, more profound and deeper anesthesia 
than procaine. No difference were observed in blood pressure, bleed­
ing, fainting or post-operative pain. 

Lozierl4, commenting on the properties of and research upon 
Xylocaine concluded that it is the anesthetic of choice for dentistry. 

Rosensteinl5 reported on pulp capping 628 deciduous and 57 per­
manent teeth in children. All pulps were treated with phenol before 
capping. The materials used to cap pulps included red copper cement 
mixed with cement liquid or with ilver nitrate-saturated cement liquid, 
zinc cement and silver cement mixed with silver nitrate- aturated 
cement liquid, zinc oxide and thymol, and zinc oxide and eugenol. 
Exposures were capped if there was pulp hemmorrhage, if the pulp 
was painful to touch, if the dent in around the exposure was of normal 
color and if the exposure was reasonably small. A permanent restora­
tion wa placed immediately following the pulp capping. The patients 
were examined twice yearly and the vitality of the pulps was tested. 
tie tated that 90% of the deciduous and permanent teeth were capped 
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successfully. Although he concluded that the material used for cap­
ping pulps seemed to be of minor importance, he preferred the work­
ing qualities of the cements. 

It is becoming more apparent that the pulp possesses the ability 
to withstand considerable abuse and it would appear that the possi­
bility of treating exposed vital pulps with success is far greater than 
previously believed. 

Knightonll studied silicone fluid and mineral oil as media for 
sterilizing dental instruments and found them equally effective as 
spore killers. Both silicone and oil at 150°C required from 30 to 
60 minutes to destroy spores which were destroyed in water at 100° C. 
in 15 or 20 minutes. 

Jamess, studied the properties of 8 brands of reversible hydro­
colloid impression materials. He stored impressions in potassium 
sulfate and in water for varying periods before pouring dies for which 
gold inlays were cast. He concluded that dies should be poured im­
mediately to insure accuracy. He stated that aging of the impression 
material seemed to affect the accuracy of impression adversely. 

Fergusson, et al3 investigated the properties of 19 tin-foil sub­
stitutes, 15 of which were bought in the retail market. Flat test speci­
mens of acrylic resin were made by the compression technic or by the 
injection technic. During processing, half of the specimen was pro­
tected by tin-foil and the other half by the tin-foil substitute. None 
of the substitutes prevented fogging of the resin, whereas tin-foil 
did prevent it. The strength and stiffness of the resin were not 
affected appreciably by the mold lining. Some specimens of rubber 
dam stained the resin and decreased its strength. All tin foil substi­
tutes produced surface strains in acrylic resins which resulted in 
cracks when the strains were released. This did not occur with 
tin-foil. 

Healey and Phillips5 examined 1521 defective amalgam restora­
tions in a dental clinic. By visual examination they concluded that 
recurrent caries resulted in the most failures, followed by fracture of 
the amalgam, and dimensional change. The fewest failures were due 
to pulp or periodontal involvement. They stated that improper cavitY 
preparation was considered re ponsible for 56% of the failures and 
improper manipulation of the material for 40%. 

Taylor et a121 studied the crushing s trength of dental amalgarn 5
· 

They amalgamated the material using a mortar and pestle and a Rose 
amalgamator. Mercury was expres . ed from amalgam with finger pre~ 
sure prior to condensing. The amalgam was condensed using hall 
pressure, and with 3 different kinds of mechanical condensers. Thei 
concluded that no sign ificant improvement in the crushing strengl 

1 
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of amalgam was obtained through the use of mechanical amalgam­
ators or condensers. They suggested that specific instructions should 
be given with mechanical amalgamators for each alloy. They con­
cluded that any mastication of food on amalgam less than 6 hours 
o.ld may be expected to cause damage. 

During the past four years a research project has been sponsored 
by the Council on Dental Education of the American Dental Asso­
ciation.9 Dental students were given aptitude tests and the results 
were campared with their progress in dental school. A marked cor­
relation has been observed between the students' test results ancf 
college record . 

In the near future it is expected that this test will be of consider-· 
able advantage in the selection of young men and women for a dental 
education. If it proves as successful as the results indicate, much 
inconvenience to inept dental students can be eliminated.

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NEWS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 

F.T.C. ISSUES CEASE AND DESIST ORDER VS. A.D.T.A. 

Ordered to Terminate Conspiracy 

Termination of a conspiracy to fix prices and otherwise eliminate 
competition in the manufacture and di tribution of dental goods is 
required under the terms of an order i sued by the Federal Trade 
Commi ssion against American Dental Trade Association, 1010 Ver­
mont Ave., N.W., Washington, s ix of its officials and 143 manufac­
turers and di tributors. 

The dealers and manufacturers se rved with the order are located 
in all but 12 of the 48 states and distribute more than 75 percent of 
all dental goods distributed in the United States. Except for nine 
dealers operating outside the continental U. S., the respondents in­
clude all members of the Dental Association. The 143 named in the 
order include 90 distributors, 47 manufacturers and 6 firms engaged 
in both the manufacture and di s tribution of dental goods. 

Charge Tendency ro Create Monopoly 

The Commission found that, in violation of the Federal Trade 
ommission Act, the re spondents have "carried on an unlawful agree­

ment, combination, understanding and conspiracy to hinder, le ssen, 
eliminate, limit and re strain" price and other competit ion and to "mon­
opoli ze" within themselves the manufacture and distribution of dental 
goods. 

The effect of the respondents' collusive practices, the Commi s. ion 
said, has been to empower them "to control the market and enhance 
th e prices paid by purchasers" of dental goods . Their practices hav e 
prevented competition in price and "have a dangerous tend ency to 
create a monopoly" in the manufacture and distribution of the pro­
ducts, the Commission stated. 

Prohibited Practices 

Under the terms of the Comm ission's cease-and-desist order, the 
responden ts must refrain from entering into, continuing or carrying 
out any planned common course of action, understanding, agreement, 
combination or conspiracy to engage in any of these practices: 

1. Fixing or maintaining prices, di scounts or terms of sale, or ad­
hering or promising to adhere to any prices, discounts or terms 

so fixed.

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Classifying dental goods in connection with prices, mark-ups, 
additions to or deductions from ptices to be charged for prod­
ucts falling within a particular classification. 

Fixing prices or terms governing the purchase and resale of 
used dental equipment. 

Exchanging or disseminating, directly or through the Associa­
tion or any other central agency, current and future quotations 
of prices and terms of sale. 

Holding or participating in any meeting, discussion or exchange 
of information for the purpose or with the effect of devising 
methods of fixing or maintaining prices or terms of sale. 

Allocating the territory in which manufacturers or dealers may 
sell. 

Hindering or preventing dealers who are not members of the 
Association from obtaining merchandise for resale by such 
practices as buying the entire output of manufacturers engaged 
in selling to independent dealers; buying from manufacturers 
upon the understanding that they will sell to member dealers 
only; charging consumer prices to non-member dealers; and 
refraining from sellin g to jobbers or to those with whom trade 
relations have not been established. 

8. Causing member dealers to buy on ly from member manufac­
turers· and member manufacturers to sell only to member 
dealers. 

9. Disparaging non-member manufacturers and dealers and their 
products. 

The order further forbids the respondents to agree upon or put into 
-operation "any other plan or practice substantially similar to those 
-prohibited in this order" with the purpose or effect of fixing or main-
taining prices or terms of sale or monopolizing the manufacture or 
-distribution of dental goods. 

Permissible Practices 

The order contains a series of provisions specifying that the order 
-does not prohibit: 

1. Seller-dealer agreements in "bona fide" transactions in which 
prices and terms are "independently determined" and which 
have neither the purpose nor effect of restraining trade. 

2. Establishment or maintenance of "lawful bona fide" principal­
agent relationships . 

.3. Establishment or maintenance of "lawful bona fide'' intra­
corporate agreements, discussions or other actions . 
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4. Sales contracts whereby sellers grant customers exclusive 
marketing territories. 

5. Resale price maintenance contracts permissible under the 
Miller-Tydings Act. 

Export activities permissible under the Webb-Pomerene Act. 

Disparagement Forbidden 

Concerning the respondents' disparagement of non-members of the 
Association, the Commission reported that independent manufacturers 
and dealers are de cribed by such derogatory terms as "gripsackers," 
"carpet baggers," "illegitimate," "price-cutter ,'' "unauthorized," "un­
recognized," "unreliable". Products of non-members, according to the 
findings, are referred to by such terms as "illegitimate," "substandard," 
"off-brand," "cheap quality'' and "monkey brands". 

National and Regional Associations Included 

The Commi sion found that the National Association was organ­
ized by the manufacturers and distributors for the purpose, among 
other things, of "confining and monopolizing the trade in dental good 
within its membership" and "fostering and maintaining common pric­
ing policies." De. cribing the make-up of the Association, the findings 
list two subdivisions-one for dealers and one for manufacturer -and 
nine regional associations. The regional group , the Commission said, 
are designated as sectional dealers' clubs a follows: New England 
Group, New York State Group, Eastern Group, South Group, entral 
States Group, Midwest Group, Southwest Group, Pacific Coast Group, 
and Canad ian Dental Trade Association.

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RECORD NUMBER OF PREDENTAL STUDENTS 

SEEK ENROLLMENT IN DENTAL SCHOOLS 

A record number of 11,000 predental students sought enro,llment 
in freshman classes at the nation's dental schools this fall, the Ameri­
can Dental Association reported today. Only one in nearly four per­
sons could be accepted. 

Openings are limited to 3,200 freshmen at the nation's 41 accred­
ited schools of dentistry according to Dr. Shailer Peterson, secretary 
of the A.D.A. Council on Dental Education. 

In all, a total of more than 18,000 applications for admission, an 
average of 1.8 per applicant, were submitted to the dental schools. 

Dr. Peterson pointed out that interest in entering the dental pro­
fession reached an all-time high despite the greatly lowered percent­
age of students who are eligible for government aid under the 
G. I. bill. 

In 1947, the peak year for veterans' educational benefits, he said, 
91 percent of the freshmen in dental school were veterans studying 
under the G. I. bill. That year, a total of 10,.133 individuals sought 
admission to dental schools. 

This year, he said, only 35 to 40 per cent of the new freshman 
dental students will be eligible for G. I. benefits. 

CHICAGO, October-A definite trend for usefulness of ammoni­
ated dentifrices in reducing dental decay was reported today by 
researchers at the University of Illinois College of Dentistry. 

Results of a two-year study involving 716 grade school children 
in Peoria showed that an ammoniated toothpowder is more effective 
in reducing decay activity than a non-ammoniated dentifrice. I re­
liminary findings of the study have been published in the October 
issue of the Journal of the American Dental Association. 

The study was undertaken in Peoria for the purpose of te ting 
proper oral hygiene and ammoniated and non-ammoniated dentifrices 
under severe conditions of use. It is believed to be the most compre­
hensive test of its kind ever attempted. 

Three types of dentifrices were used. One was a dentifrice con­
taining the cleaning agents that are commonly used in dentifrices. 
A second was a so-called ammoniated dentifrice which contained five 
percent ammonium phosphate and three percent carbamide. These 
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ingredients are used for the purpo e of stimulating and fortifying a 
natural decay protective mechanism that is depressed in the majority 
of mouths because of high ugar consumption. 

The third dentifrice was similar to the econd but with bentonite. 
The bentonite, a colloidal clay, was added with the possibility that it 
might prolong the retention of ammonia on the teeth. 

Results of the use of the e three dentifrices were compared to a 
control group which were allowed to brush the teeth according to the 
u ual habits. These children did not participate in supervised class­
room brushing. 

Children in the three dentifrice groups brushed their teeth at 
their desks at the beginning of the classroom study each morning 
and afternoon. They also were asked to continue the brushing after 
each evening meal at home. Brushes and six tons of toothpowder 
were provided by the University for the study. 

A clinical and x-ray survey of all children by the Illinois State 
Department of Public Health and the University of Illinois at the 
end of the two-year study indicated that those who used the am­
moniated dentifrice without the bentonite experienced the least dental 
decay. The percentage of teeth attacked in this group was 20.S per­
cent less than for those children in the control group who brushed 
their teeth according to their usual habits. 

The non-ammoniated dentifrice was less effective. Youngsters 
who used this toothpowder had 9.3 percent fewer cavities than the 
control group. This non-ammoniated dentifrice wa~ prepared accord­
ing to a formula approved by dental authorities. 

Dr. Robert G. Kesel pointed out that the results confirm those 
obtained in preliminary studies. The original studies were conducted 
on adult who brushed their teeth immediately after eating and who 
upplemented the dentifrice with an ammoniated mouth rinse. As ex­

pected, the percentage reduction in those cases was greater. 

In this more recent program, the conditions were much more 
severe. The subjects represented an age group (10 to 11 years) which 
is one of high susceptibility to dental decay. The time of brushing 
in the classroom was from fifteen minutes to an hour after eating 
which is a less effective time for brushing because of the lapse of time 
between the meals and the brushing. A questionnaire which went to 
the control grou p also showed that 105 out of 301 chi ldren were 
actually using ammoniated dentifrice at the close of the study.

The dental mirror, long taken for granted, has now been im­
Proved to give the dentist a new-and better-look at his patient. 

Development of a new type mirror has been reported in The 
Journal of the American Dental Association by Dr. Robert J. Nelsen, 
of Washington, D. C., a member of the Association's research staff 
ass igned to the National Bureau of Standards. 

The new mirror, described as having optical properties far sur­
Passing the usual mirror, has its reflecting surface at the first or 
front surface. It is made of glass blanks plated with a substance 
called rhodium. The blanks are fitted into a mirror backing from 
Which the conventional mirror has been removed. 

It differs from most of the mirrors in use today which have their 
reflecting surfaces at the second or back surface. The glass in the 
U ual mirror i backed with silver. 

The ordinary mirror, Dr. Nelsen said, tends to show secondary 
0 r "ghost" images which are automatically disregarded by dentists 
hut are the source of considerable eyestrain. , 

The new mirror, he explained, produces only a single image. Until 
1he development of the rhodium material, he said, there has been no 
durable reflecting surface that could be used clinically as a front 
8Urface mouth mirror.
