Between November 2011 and November 2015, VCU Opera
earned four national awards from the NOA-National Opera Association:
second place for Humperdinck's Hansel &Gretel, first place for Menotti's
The Old Maid & The Thief, third place in the opera scenes competition
for the opening duet of Act IV from Puccini's La Bohemeand firstplace for
Gilbert & Sullivan's The Gondoliers.
