Grammy and Emmy Award-winning pianist, conductor, music director,
arranger/orchestrator/composer Lee Musiker will teach at VCU for serveral days in
April, culminating in the April 10 concert of the VCU Jazz Orchestra I. Musiker has
established a distinguished career as both soloist and collaborator with the premiere
artists in the classical, operatic, Broadway, jazz, and pop music genres. He has
performed and/or recorded with such artists as Eddie Daniels, Peter Erskine, Wynton
Marsalis, Buddy Rich, Doc Severinsen, Phil Woods, Tony Bennett, Michael Bublé,
Natalie Cole, Lady Gaga, Michael Jackson, Billy Joel, Elton John, and Paul
McCartney. As arranger/orchestrator/composer, Lee has written for symphonic,
chamber, and pops orchestras; big band, brass quintet; for classical, operatic,
Broadway, jazz and cabaret artists; and for film, television, recordings, and jingles.
He is a recipient of Grammy and Emmy awards and a Platinum Album. A Steinway
artist, Musiker has performed with and conducted the New York Philharmonic and
many other orchestras; other conducting credits include the Jazz at Lincoln Center,
Count Basie, Duke Ellington, and Henry Mancini Institute Orchestras and as Music
