A note about Open Minds, Closer Thoughts, by Antonio J. Garcia
Supported in part by a 2017 VCUarts Dean's Research Reassignment Award

Based on the book Writing Our Way Out: Memoirs from Jail by Dr. David Coogan

Incarcerated individuals are far from our thoughts, almost literally the last thing on our
minds. It'seasier to go about our daily lives that way. Butifwe're going to reduce crime,
we have to deal with its root causes in our community-locally and beyond. Dr. David
Coogan's bookinspired meto focus "closer thoughts" on thesecauses-and onthe hope
for individual and community redemption—in my own "open mind," our students', and
yours. These issues are not distant: ifyou don't have family members, neighbors, and
friends whose lives have been darkened by drug abuse, childabuse, or resultant crimes,
you are extraordinarily fortunate. If as a society we're going to lessen the number of
citizens victimized by crime, we have to understand better the tragic path their offenders
took to jail; we can't ignore this city within a city. Once inmates have served their time,
they become our neighbors: so addressing crimes' causes before the act takes place is
ineveryone's best interests. This composition includes even moremovements than you
will hear premiered publicly today; and Iam grateful to Drs. Freeman and Coogan, his
contributing authors, the Commonwealth Singers, and VCUarts for the opportunity to
create and share this music.
